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Introduction

Among other functions, CAM allows instructors to monitor the students dredrt
progress via it3racker screen

This chapter discusses the different options and tools available to the instructors to
facilitate students' monitoring, to change the lesson mode from practice to test, to view
the students' progress, listen to thregordings and assign them marks.

Familiarity with the previous chapters of this manual is strongly suggested before starting
this one as it refers to topics previously addressed.

About the Tracker

The Tracker Screen allows an instructor to:

1 See the maes of all the students who have accessed the lesson and identify those
currently signed on.

1 See a graphical display of the progress of each student as they go through the
lesson.

1 Print the students' progress.

1 Select and listen to each recording made kyudent.

1 Select and see any incorrectly answered Multiple Choice anih Ejllestions for
a student.

1 Select an item for a student and record special instructions for that student. The
student is then directed to the selected item and given theldpstriactions.

1 Speak in real time to the whole class.

¢ Talk individually with a single student.

1 Enable a class or individual test, monitor students taking the test, mark answers
and review the test.

1 Control data display and storage for students acug#se lesson.

Accessing the Tracker

To access the Tracker, chose any one of the 3 following options:

1 First select a lesson from the main C8Nnenu, and then press theacker icon
located in the tool bar on the left of the interface.

The blinking cursor indicates which student and which item is currently selected. The
user cell is surrounded with a black border, and the cell where the cursor is placed blinks.

In this example, the cursor is on the thirantbox for User 14.
TheUp, Down, Left andRight arrow keys of the keyboard can be used to move the
cursor from student to student or from cell to cell. Em¢er key opens the content of the

cell.

Alternatively, the cursor can also be moved by mousk&inf on a different cell.



The currently selected item is identified at the bottom left corner of the screen. The item
index in the plan is followed by the item name (or title). The mark given for the response
(if any) is shown over the assigned maflay) for the item.

This allows to easily switch from a Tracker to a lesson, a planner or even anaitiearT
without having to exit the Tracker screen.

Tracker tabs can be easily identified by the icon located on their left.

v Sample Tracker

Since up to 7 tab@ncluding Planners, Trackers and Students Programs tabs) can be
opened simultaneously, this helps locate opened Trackers at a glance. The lesson’'s name
also shows on that tab for more clarity.

A blue tab (as in the image above) shows which tab ispifgsetive. Tabs are
otherwise grey.

1 A User List where the name of all users who have accessed the lesson are
displayed. and their status: e or online.

The Header Bar

This header bar is divided in seaksections, each describing the data displayed.
There are 3 different headers:

1 Name.Under that header is the list of users who have accessed that lesson since
the last time the Tracker was refreshed or the system first installed.

1 Progress.The data irthat section is displayed as colour coded cells. Each cell in
that area represents one exercise (or lesson item). The entire section, made of
coloured and/or empty cells, represents the entire lesson.

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T Mark. Marks listed in this column represent the mpek user for a specified
section of the lesson.

o The Mark section can be absent if there is no need to score the results.

o There could be more than one Mark field in the header bar if it is
necessary to mark the test by subsections. In which case, theidtatk
in the column below is the sum from either the first cell (or item) to the
last cell directly before th®lark section, or from the first item after the
previous mark section, to the last cell directly before the new Mark
section.

Each of these headers can be clicked on to sort the information listed under.

If you click on theMark header, the information is listed from the highasrk to the
lowest one.

The User List section.

This section displays the names of all students who have accessed the lesson since the
Tracker was last refreshed, and their data is kept available until deleted.

By default, users are listed by the ortgewhich they signed on to the lessélawever,
if you click on theName header, the list will be sorted alphabetically.

User status.

Users names are displayed on different background colours depending on their status:

Customized Student List Display

Over time, the student list may become too large or cluttered to easily view the progress
of only the few students the instructor wishes to monitor or it maordferable to view
only a specific group of students for monitoring purpose.

Several tools are available to help reduce the display to-bssinly of students, or
change the order of the list:

1. Alphabetically

2. By progress: click on thBrogressheader bar
Lists all users who have entered the lesson by order of progress.

This option is only available from the Header bar. . If the progress section is separated by
mark columns, each progressction can be ordered independently.

3. By score: click on thtMark header in the header bar

This option sorts the students on the Tracker scrgeadre; the highest scoring student
is displayed at the top of the screen.

If there is more than one Mark section, each section is sorted individually.
The total scores for each student out of the maximum possible (only for the questions

taken) are sbwn at the right of the screen. As students take more questions or marks are
given for items recorded, the scores and the maximum for the questions are updated.



However, the list of students is not sorted again until Show scores is selected again.

Just like classes can limit the menu displayed to the users, classes can also limit who the
instructor can monitor:

1 The available system's class list on the right
1 The selected class list on the left.

By default, no classiselectedtherefore none is listed on the left panel.

To select the class to view, either double click on the class name in the right panel and
the class code will appear on the selected class section, or click on the class code, and
then click theMove button.

The Progress Area.

The entire section, made of coloured and/or empty cells, represents the entire lesson.

To the right of each student's name is a set of caloded boxes that show the student's
progress through the lesson.

Unless the user list has beamstomizedthe first cells row represents the answers of the
user who first connected to that lesson. But if you click orPtibgressheader, the data
below will be listed by order of progress for the section:

T The lines withthe most correct answers first
1 followed by the lines with the most answers, including wrong answers
T andfinally, the lines with less answers, or no answers at all.

Independently of the order in which the student is recording the answers (for example
when a lesson is set to random mode, the student may have to answer the last item of the
lesson before being presented with the very first item of the same lesson) the cells will
always be placed in the order they appear in the planner.

Each box or cell coesponds to a lesson item that requires a response from the student.
That is, Instruction, Teaching, and Conversation items do not have cells to represent them
since the student cannot record in these items.

As soon as a student submits an answer (st after recording in an item), the
corresponding cell in the tracker is filled with the color that represents its content type. If
the student skips an answer, the corresponding cell remains empty.

Note:

[ Here if no mark was assigned to the item, the largest cell will didgtayeinstead of
the score.

The default gsplay shows fixed size cells with icons.

Since a lesson can hold up to 240 items, all items cannot be displayed all at once on the
same screen and a horizontal scroll bar at the bottom of the display area allows to view
the rest of the lesson.

Alternaively, the cells can be displayed in smaller or larger sizes to either give a global
view of the entirelracker orshow additional details about each recorded cell.

Answer Display section

All items that need to be evaluated by an instructor are represented in the progress area
by a grey cell. This includes all items that required a recorded audio answer, and the write
item.

For monitoring purposes, students' answers are divided into two types: Those the
computers can mark, and those that need to be marked by an instructor.

Whereas a computer can correct and mark the answer from a Multiple Choice on a Fill
guestion ly comparing it to the instructor's answer, it cannot mark an answer to a
guestion that does not meet these criteria.

These items are easily identified in the Tracker by their colour.

To view or listen to an answer that requires an instructors' evatyatuble click on its
corresponding cell.

If you receive this message when clicking on a cell, the answer given by the student may
no longer be valid, since the question has been chaftgrdhe answer was given.

However, at the time the answer was given, it might have been correct.

Listening to Audio Responses

While a student is in an item that requires a recorded responsessaictcgample, a
Read, or an Ask item, the student may record the response, listen to itraodrdeit
several times to try and get it right. The item indicator (or corresponding cell in the
Tracker) remains empty (light grey).

Only when the studentls completed a satisfactory recording and prességetkie

button does the indicator turn grey to show that the recording is available for listening by
the instructor.

The instructor can then listen to the student's answer and to the original audiaghat
recorded in the item by the instructor.

The Sound graph of the student response appears on lowef tharfToacker interface
(Answer Displaysection) and the response starts playing automatically.

ThePlay andPausebuttons can be pressed to listen repetiy to the recording, or part
of it.

Alternatively, thePlay cursor can be moved by clicking the mouse on any spot on the
volume display. The sound will play from that point.

The sound graph of the instructor's recording appears above the student's sound graph. To
differentiate them, the audio part of the sound graph is displayed in cyan for the
instructor, andyreen for the student.

To navigate from one recording to another, the instructor can:

Once the recording has been listened to:

T select theexit button located at the top right corner of the Sound graph if you
wish to exit the listening mode.

T Or click on thenext item cell if you wish to continue listening to more answers.

1 Alternatively, use the Arrow keys and the F2 key to navigate through the Tracker
and listen to another item.

As soon as you exit the volume graph, or move to another cell, the previelesied
item now appears in green to indicate that it has been listened to.

Note:

When entering a Tracker, you may notice thatRhegress Displayarea of the Tracker
is full and extends over thenswer Display area. If such is the case, when you cbck

the cell to listen to the student's recording, the progress display is reduced in size to allow
space for the sound graph.

»If the cell youare listening to is located within the Answer Area (the lower part of the
progress area), the entire Tracker row is then shifted above the Sound graph, thus
allowing to view and listen to the other answers from that same student.

»If necessary, a scroll bar will appear on the right side of the progress area to view the
cell rows that were shifted upwards.

Viewing Students' Written Responses

The omputer corrects the student's answers to Multiple Choice arid Biiswers.
Question items that are answered correctly are displayed in cyan cells. Question items
that are incorrect are displayed in magenta cells.

These answers can be displayed fenification, independently of their status.

Doubleclicking on one of these cells displays the question text and the answers. The
response the student selected is shown on a red or on a green background.

Fill-In items

In the Tracker, answers to a Hitl question are represented by cyan cells if correct,
magenta cells when incorrect.

Select the exit button on the Answer Display area to return to the full Tracker screen or
select the next cell to view the next item.

Note:

»If the Progress Displayarea of the Tracker is full and expends over the Answer
Display area, selecting the cell to view reduces the progress display area to allow space
for the student answer.

»If the cell you are viewing is located within the Answer Area (the lower part of the
progress area), the entire Tracker row is then shifted above the Answer displajas
allowing to view and listen to the other answers from that same student.

»If necessary, a scroll bar will appear on the right sida@progress area to view the
cell rows that were shifted upwards.

»Note also that when exiting a Fill in the blank dvialtiple-Choicequestim, the cell's
colour does not change.

Once the instructor has listened to or viewed the content, this cell turns green. The
instructor may also give the item a mark at this point.

Leaving a Message

After listening to a response, the instructor may deitideave some oral feedback for
the student, or decide that the student should redo the item. Note that when a message is

Marking Tools section

When evaluating a test, instructors can mark the anasdong as the item &s been

Marking an Item

If an item was assigned a mark (1 to 10) in the lesson plan, the instructor can score the
answer in the Tracker.

Multiple Choice and Filin questions are corrected and scored by the computer. A correct
answer gets a full mark; amcorrect gets zero. If the item was set with Baet Mark
option in the planner, a partially correct fill in the blank answer will get a partial mark.

For recorded answers, the computer does not mark the answer. The instructor must mark
the answers nmaially.

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The student's mark and the maximum mark available for the item are displayed at the
bottom left of the screen. The white mark boxngpgy if no mark has yet been given by
the instructor.

To mark the studeég work, the instructor must first click on the cell in the Tracker, and
then simply type the digit corresponding to the mark desirieere is no need to click

on the mark box, orto remove the existing mark if any Simply type the number that
will become the mark.

The score cannot be greater than the maximum mark allowed for the item.
Changing a mark

Marks can be edited any timesimply by reselecting the cell and typing afeirent
number.

For items that are marked by the computers, it is also at the instructor's discretion to
change the mark assigned. The computer might for example mark a missing capital letter
as wrong, and the instructor decide to credit part of orrthieeemark to the student.

The procedure is the same as for assigning a mark, select the item, and then simply type

the desired number. There is no need to select the mark area first, is&dqmted by
default.

Display User Marks

Once the item hasgen evaluated and marked by the instructor, the mark can be
displayed in the Tracker's cells on a per item basis.
To do so, the instructor must set the Tracker display to its highest zoom level.
